Katherine teaches her classes with a Step-By-Step Method, that helps the
students conquer their fear of painting. Even those with little experience succeed
under her program. She approaches her painting instruction the same way
students are taught Penmanship...starting with the basics. She compares the
technique used to that of learning how to write in cursive.

Every student is taught to do the Same Thing at the Same Time.

Once the basics are learned, the students are able to develop their own painting

style, like in handwriting. (Remember learning cursive...we all had to follow the

guidelines and write the same letter, the same way...A, B, etc. Yet we do not all
write the same now!! We each have our own style of handwriting!)

Each class will consist of actual painting demonstrations, written and verbal instructions,
and drawings for transferring to canvas. One or more original paintings are displayed for
easy viewing. Typical pictures to be completed are landscapes or country scenes.

Katherine Cantrell, an artist in Oil, Acrylic and Watercolor painting, was born in Cleveland, Ohio. She
has been married for 35 years, and has two children and 7 grandchildren.
