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WHAT IS A CSA FARM?

CSA stands for Community
Supported Agriculture and
links the farmer to local
community members who pay a
sum upfront in exchange for
a “share”, or supply of fresh,
in-season, organic vegetables,
fruits, herbs, flowers and more.

Shareholders at Pecan Creek
Gardens help cover part of the
farm's operating costs by
purchasing a share of the
season's harvest and receive a
bi-weekly box of produce
throughout the growing season,
as well as enabling us to provide
food to our area shelters.

Over the season, your box will vary.

Early Season (June - early July)

Asparagus, Loose Leaf Lettuce, Mixed Greens,
Spinach, Beet Greens, Green Onions, Radishes,
Basil, Garlic Chives, Leeks, Lemon Balm and Mint
for Herbal Teas, Parsley, Cilantro, Rosemary,
*Farm Fresh Eggs...*(if we get the coops built and
they start laying)

Mid Season (July - August) Cucumbers, Pickling
Cucumbers, Tomatoes, Zucchini, Yellow Squash,
Blackberries, (in season) Eggplants, New
Potatoes, Green Beans, Carrots, Kale, Jalapeno
Peppers, Sweet Banana Peppers, Sweet Yellow
Onions, Chives, Broccoli, Okra, Basil, Parsley,
Rosemary, Lemon Balm and Mint for Herbal Teas,
Cherry Tomatoes, Heirloom Tomatoes,
*Farm Fresh Eggs, Fresh cut Flowers

Late Season (September - October) Beets and
Beet Greens, Heirloom Tomatoes, Sweet Cherry
Tomatoes, Jalapeno Peppers, Cayenne Peppers,
Eggplant, Spaghetti Squash, Sweet Potatoes,
Winter Squash, Carrots, Cantaloupe, Watermelon,
Pumpkins, Sage, Basil, Rosemary, Parsley,
Chives, Lemon Balm, Farm Fresh Eggs, Fresh cut
Flowers, Pecans, whole or cracked, in season.

Katherine gears her classes to the beginner, using a Step-By-Step Method,
that helps the students conquer their fear of painting. Even those with little
experience succeed under her program. She approaches her painting instruction
the same way students are taught Penmanship...starting with the basics. She
compares the technique used to that of learning how to write in cursive.

Every student is taught to do the Same Thing at the Same Time.

Once the basics are learned, the students are able to develop their own painting

style, like in handwriting. (Remember learning cursive...we all had to follow the

guidelines and write the same letter, the same way...A, B, etc. Yet we do not all
write the same now!! We each have our own style of handwriting!)

Each class will consist of actual painting demonstrations, written and verbal instructions,
and drawings for transferring to canvas. One or more original paintings are displayed for
easy viewing. Typical pictures to be completed are landscapes or country scenes.

Katherine Cantrell, an artist in Oil, Acrylic and Watercolor painting, was born in Cleveland, Ohio. She
has been married for 34 years, and has two children and 7 grandchildren. She has been selling her
paintings since she was eighteen, and began teaching art in 1982.. She has given painting
demonstrations in both public and private schools, and taught after-school art classes in private
schools, community-ed programs, and home school co-ops in Texas and in Ohio. Her students
range in age from as young as 7 to “80 years old”, ...(teaching in Retirement homes too!)
